FRINGE TWISTER

Make a perfect twisted fringe on scarves, handwoven garments or needlework projects.
Create cording from cotton or twist sliver for fibre craft projects. Add beads and metalics for texture and fun.

1. 1. Clamp twister to a table.
2. Divide sliver into even desired thicknesses. Clip
each length in place.
2. Divide into groups of desired thickness.
Hint: Usually 4 — 6 wool strands or 6 — 8 cotton
warp ends work well for most items. 3. Place a hand on the ends of the sliver and rotate
3. Take the first group and divide in half, clamp each the handle clockwise until the sliver is twisted.

If handle squeaks, apply a drop of oil to the shafts.
Hold handle in the centre, pull away and turn gently.
